| come away with a new appreciation that much of our Holy Scriptures was written for persons who are on
the margins of the world. Here is a small list: Hebrews as slaves in Egypt; Hebrews wandering in the wilderness; the
people of Judah in exile in Babylonia; Psalms for all occasions including sadness and loneliness; Lamentations as cries
of many hearts; words to Gentiles who were considered unclean and outside God’s love; a voice touching the lives
of lepers excluded from community; words of acceptance addressing women and children rather than men.

How many times have you come to church wondering if anyone understood how you felt? It could be your
sexual identity, your loneliness, your struggles with depression or other emotional health issues, the daily struggle
with unrelenting chronic pain, unemployment, struggles with family or spouse or partner, grief at a recent loss. The
Word of God is spoken to those who most need God’s living presence. The Word of God is not meant just to bless
those who are already blessed. It is meant to cut to the heart of our very existence, with our deepest pains and
longings heard by God, and to bring us God’s word of new life and new hope in all circumstances. Many who are
with us at any worship or gathering are living in the margins or feeling that way.

| certainly have been deeply touched by this gathering. God’s strong word of love and acceptance reaches
way beyond the issues of sexuality and identity. It speaks to us about the immigrants among us, to our natural and
sinful tendencies toward racism, toward our comfort levels as the poor surround us. We are called by that same
Word of God to go to those on the margins and be God’s living presence. We are called to be Christ in the flesh,
speaking and touching and erasing the barriers that define who is in the margin and who is not. We are simply called
to be faithful to the One with whom we were buried by Baptism and raised to new life. This new life is for all —
period. Where will we go next!?

Storm Drain and alley issues — City work on alley led to plumbing work, which revealed that the storm sewers are too shallow to ac-
commodate existing drains in building; there are also unknown factors that could impact potential flooding and back-up from
courtyard and influence potential solutions. Insurance monies are yet to be determined and negotiated. As a short term measure,
a sump pump and temporary line were placed from courtyard and barrel pump from roof. Another issue is water draining from
next door house roof onto our property; Rob will look into background data and initiate communication with homeowner. The
city is willing to work with us to accommodate long term needs and access. Costs for repairs and needed work is already up to
over $7000, with an additional $2600 covered by insurance for electrical panel upgrade/repair. The contracting of a civil engineer
and surveyor will be required to accurately identify needs and solutions. Total costs are still evolving; the council concurred that it
is essential to attend to this work in a timely manner. MSC (Linse, Smaby) to authorize up to $12,000 initial funding for storm
sewer project from an account to be determined by executive board. Many thanks to Rob Hansen for all of his time and efforts on
this project thus far.

God'swork. Ourhands
The oil spill in the Gulf of Mexico is both heartbreaking and infuriating. It causes deep sorrow, both for the initial loss of huma-
man life and for the deep and lasting damage to an ecology that provides life and livelihoods for so many of God's creatures. At
the same time we grieve that the natural beauty of this region, a sign of God's marvelous creativity, has been defiled.

Sisters and brothers in Christ,

Moving to indignation and anger over the neglect and carelessness that led to this disaster, both in private industry and in gov-
ernment regulation, is understandable. However, to do so without recognizing the responsibility we all share -- as consumers
of petroleum products, as investors in an economy that makes intensive and insistent energy demands, and as citizens respon-
sible for the care of creation -- lacks credibility and integrity. An honest accounting of what happened (and what failed to hap-
pen) must include our own repentance.

Nonetheless, God remains faithful in restoring the creation and human community. Among the voices that despair and con-
demn, we have a witness of hope to proclaim.

First, God, who made the creation and made it good, has not abandoned it. Day after day God sustains life in this world, and
the powerful vitality of God's creation, though defiled, is not destroyed. The life-giving power of God's creative goodness re-
mains at work, even in the Gulf of Mexico. The Spirit will continue to renew the face of the earth (Psalm 104:30, as we just
sang at Pentecost). All who care for the earth and work for the restoration of its vitality can be confident that they are not
pursuing a lost cause. They serve in concert with God's own creative and renewing power.

Moreover, the human family need not drown in a flood of suspicion and recrimination that is more toxic and more lasting than
the oil that floods the Gulf can ever be. The cleansing waters of baptism in Christ -- who died not for the righteous, but for
the unrighteous -- bring forgiveness and reconciliation with God. In this reconciled life with God we have the freedom to
move beyond mutual condemnations and hostility to give a powerful witness of a reconciled community that lives in service of
the creation and the neighbor. By refusing to surrender to the toxicity of recrimination, we can convince others that they can
join us safely in the life and service of this community.

Responding to a challenge of this size and complexity will call upon countless insights and skills, embodied in hundreds of occu-
pations and trades, and upon the collective strength and will of us all. God's Holy Spirit has abundantly blessed the human
community with the gifts needed to do this work. We can do it with sober confidence, good will and even joy.

There are times for mourning and for repentance, as well as for reconciliation and commitment to the creation's care. They
come at different moments for different people. As you serve in your communities, | commend to you resources for wor-
ship, study and action that express the hope of Christians who see God's creative goodness, Jesus' forgiving reconciliation and
the Spirit's abundant gifts for service. This is a moment when the human community needs to hear a word of true hope, and
we have one to speak.

LWR School Kits

As stated on the Lutheran World Relief website “A school
kit may provide the only supplies for children returning to
school after the disruption of war. School kits help par-
ents continue their children’s education, even while living
in a refugee camp, for example. A school kit may also be
used in adult literacy classes.”

On Sunday August 1, school bags for the kits will be
available in the Narthex. Each kit should include the fol-
lowing:

- padded or spiral notebooks of ruled paper approxi-
mately 8” x10 /2 totaling 150-200 sheets (or three 70
count notebooks - please no loose paper)

- one blunt scissors (safety scissors with embedded
steel blades work well)

- one 30 centimeter ruler (or centimeters on one side,
inches on the other)

- one pencil sharpener

- six new, unsharpened #2 pencil wlerasers - secured
wirubber band

- one eraser approximately 2 /2 inches long

- one box of 16 or 24 count crayons

ALL items should be new. LWR has asked NOT to in-
clude items with any religious or military symbols, any
items w/reference to the armed forces or anything
w/camouflage. LWR and their partners have access to
areas of the world others do not because they are impar-
tial humanitarian organizations. Religious or military refer-
ences could be misinterpreted by the governments of the
receiving countries, jeopardizing the delivery to the people
who need the items the most. Please return all kits by
Sunday September 26,
